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April Showers Bring May Flowers, and Bees! 
   Once flowers become in bloom, bees will be present. 
There are two types of bees that one will observe, the 
Africanized honey bee and the European honey bee. 
Neither bee will sting you when gathering nectar or pollen 
from flowers, but if provoked they’ll sting in defense. 
Africanized and European Honey Bees look the same, 
can only sting once, protect their nest and sting in de-
fense, have the same venom in their stinger, and both 
produce honey and wax. 
   As a precaution, listen for buzzing that may indicate a 
nest or swarm nearby, and don't swat at or provoke the 
bees in any way as this will only make them mad. 
If stung, move to a bee-free area, do not pinch the 
stinger with your fingers, this will only release more 
venom. Get the stinger out with tweezers, fingernail, or 
credit card. Apply ice to the area so the swelling subside. 
If you are allergic to bees call 911. If there is a swarm or 
a nest call Arizona Pest Control for Removal.

Fire Department Safety Tips :  
Never throw water on a grease fire. The water, being heavier than oil, sinks to the bottom where it instantly becomes superheated. The explo-
sive force of the steam blows the burning oil up and out. Inside the confines of a kitchen, the fire ball hits the ceiling and fills the entire room. 
Also, do NOT throw sugar or flour on a grease fire. One cup of either creates the explosive force of two sticks of dynamite. Instead: turn off the 
heat and do not try to move the pan; thoroughly wet and wring a cloth; cover the pan, wait for the pan to cool before touching.
